Granting Permission to Video or Audio Record a Student

As a parent, you may grant or deny any written request from the district to make a video or voice
recording of your child. State law, however, perrthts school to make a video or voice
recording without parental permission for the following circumstances:

1 When it relates to classroom instruction or ecaaricular or extracurricular activity; or

1 When it relateso media coverage of the school.



Granting Permission to Receive Parenting and Paternity Awareness Instruction

Removing a Student Temporarily from the Classroom

You may remove your child temporarily from the classroom if an instructional activity in which
your child is scheduled to participate conflicts with your religious or moral beliefs. Theakmo
cannot be for the purpose of avoiding a test and may not extend for an entire semester. Further,
your child must satisfy gradevel and graduation requirements as determined by the school and
by the Texas Education Agency.

Removing a Student from Human Sexuality Instruction

As a part of the districtbés curriculum, stude
The School Health Advisory Council (SHAC) is involved with the selection of course materials
for such instruction.

State law requirethat any instruction related to human sexuality, sexually transmitted diseases,
or human immunodeficiency virus or acquired immune deficiency syndrome must:

1 Present abstinence from sexual activity as the preferred choice of behavior in relationship to
all sexual activity for unmarried persons of school age;

Devote more attention to abstinence from sexual activity than to any other behavior;

Emphasize that abstinence is the only method that is 100 percent effective in preventing
pregnancy, sexually transti@d diseases, and the emotional trauma associated with
adolescent sexual activity;

91 Direct adolescents to a standard of behavior in which abstinence from sexual activity before
marriage is the most effective way to prevent pregnancy and sexually tradstisttases;

Excusing a Student from Reciting the Pledges to the U.S. and Texas Flags

As a parent, you may request that your child beised from participation in the daily recitation

of the Pledge of Allegiance to the United States flag and the Pledge of Allegiance to the Texas
flag. The request must be in writing. State law does not allow your child to be excused from
participation inthe required minute of silence or silent activity that follows. [Sedges of
Allegiance and a Minute of Silencen pageB and policy EC(LEGAL).]

Excusing a Student from Reciting a Portion of the Declaration of Independence

You may request that your dthibe excused from recitation of a portion of the Declaration of
Independence. State law requires students in social studies classes inigtadegécite a

portion of the text of the Declaration of Independence during Celebrate Freedom Week unless
(1) you provide a written statement requesting that your child be excused, (2) the district
determines that your child has a conscientious objection to the recitation, or (3) you are a
representative of a foreign government to whom the United States goveextesrds

diplomatic immunity. [See policy EHBK(LEGAL).]

Requesting Limited or No Contact with a Student through Electronic Media

Teachers and other approved employees are permitted by the district to communicate with
students through the use of electrome di a wi t hin the scope of the
responsibilities. For example, a teacher may set up a social networking page for his or her class
that has information related to class work, homework, and tests. As a parent, you are welcome to
join or become a member of such a page.

An employee described above may also contact a student individually through electronic media
to communicate about items such as homework or upcoming tests.

If you prefer that your child not receive any eieone eletronic communications from a
district employee, please submit a written request to the campus principal stating this preference.

Requesting Notices of Certain Student Misconduct

A noncustodial parent may request in writing that he or she be providéde fiamainder of the
school year, a copy of any written notice usu
misconduct that may involve placement in a disciplinary alternative education program (DAEP)

School Safety Transfers

separate classrooms. Your written request must be submitted no later than the 14th day after the
enrollment of your children.

Parents of Students with Disabilities

If a student is receiving special education services at a campus outside his or her attendance
zone, the parent or guardian may request that any other student residing in the household be
transferred to the samaropus, if the appropriate grade level for the transferring student is
offered on that campus.

Request for the Use of a Service Animal

A parent of a student who uses a servia@ae anim
request in writing to the principal at least ten district business days before bringing the service
animal on campus.

Options and Requirements for Providing Assistance to Students Who Have Learning Difficulties
or Who Need or May Need Special Education Services

If a child is experiencing learning difficulties, the parent may contact the person listed below to

| earn about the districtds overall general ed
services. This system links students to a variegupport options, including referral for a

special education evaluation. Students having difficulty in the regular classroom should be
considered for tutorial, compensatory, and other academic or behavior support services that are
available to all studentacluding a process based on Response to Intervention. The

implementation of Response to Intervention has the potential to have a positive impact on the

ability of school districts to meet the needs of all struggling students.

At any time, a parent is &tled to request an evaluation for special education services. Within a
reasonable amount of time, the district must decide if the evaluation is needed. If the evaluation
is needed, the parent will be notified and asked to provide informed writtemtémsthe

evaluation. The district must complete the evaluation and the report within 60 calendar days of
the date the district receives the written consent. The district must give a copy of the report to
the parent.

If the district determines that tlealuation is not needed, the district will provide the parent
with a written notice that explains why the child will not be evaluated. This written notice will
include a statement that informs the parent of his or her rights if the parent disagreébe with
district.

Parents of Students who speak a Primary Language Other than English

A student may be eligible to receive specialized support if his or heagyrianguage is not

English, and the student has difficulty performing ordinary class work in English. If the student
gualifies for these extra services, the Language Proficiency Assessment Committee (LPAC) will
determine the types of services the studeeids, including accommodations or modifications
related to classroom instruction, local assessments, andrsiattated assessments.

Accommodations for Children of Military Families

Children of military families will be provided flexibility regarding ¢t&n district requirements,
including:

1 Immunization requirements.

1 Grade level, course, or educational program placement.

1 Eligibility requirements for participation in extracurricular activities.

ABSENCES/ATTENDANCE

Regular school attendance is essential for a student to make the most of his or her édiecation

benefit from teacheled and schoolat i vi ti es, to build each dayos
and to grow as an individual. Absences from

mastery of the instructional materials; therefore, the student and parent should make@very ef
to avoid unnecessary absences. Two statedlame dealing with compulsory attendance, the
other with attendance for course crédére of special interest to students and parents. They are
discussed below.

Compulsory Attendance

State law requires tha student between the ages of six and 18 attend school, as well as any
applicable accelerated instruction program, extended year program, or tutorial session, unless the
student is otherwise excused from attendance or legally exempt.

A student who volurrily attends or enrolls after his or her 18th birthday is required to attend
each school day until the end of the school year and is subject to compulsory attendance laws, if
the student is under 21 years old. In addition, if a student 18 or older hashano five
unexcused absences in a semester the dist

Students enrolled in prekindgrten or kindergarten are required to attend school.

State law requires attendance in an accelerated reading instruction program when kindergarten,
first grade, or second grade students are assigned to such a program. Parents will be notified in
writing if their child is assigned to an accelerated reading instruction program as a result of a
diagnostic reading instrument.

A student in gradesi 8 will be required to attend any assigned accelerated instruction program,
which may occur before or after schaolduring the summer, if the student does not meet the
passing standards on the state assessment for his or her grade level and applicable subject area.

Exemptions to Compulsory Attendance

State law allows exemptions to the compulsory attendance requisefoeseveral types of
absences if the student makes up all work. These include the following activities and events:

1 Religious holy days;
1 Required court appearances;

1 Activities related to obtaining United States citizenship;
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i Service as an election clednd

1 Documented healthare appointments, including absences for recognized services for
students diagnosed with autism spectrum disorders. A note from the degalgprovider
must be submitted upon the studentds return

In addition, ajunioor seni or studento6s absence of up to
university will be considered an exemption, provided the student receives approval from the
campus principal, follows the campus procedures to verify such a visit, and mak@swerk

missed.

Failure to Comply with Compulsory Attendance

School employees must investigate and report violations of the state compulsory attendance law.
A student absent without permission from school; from any class; from required special
programssuch as additional special instruction,
from required tutorials will be considered in violation of the compulsory attendance law and
subject to disciplinary action.

A court of law may also impose penaltaggainst both the student and his or her parents if a
schootaged student is deliberately not attending school. A complaint against the parent may be
filed in court if the student:

1 Is absent from school on ten or more days or parts of days withimaostk period in the
same school year, or

1 Is absent on three or more days or parts of days within axfeek period.

Attendance for Credit

To receive credit in a class, a student must attend at least 90 percent of the days the class is
offered. A student who attends at least 75 percent but fewer than 90 percent of tthee aidgss

is offered may receive credit for the class if he or she completas,aapproved by the
principal,that allows the student to fulfill the instructional requirements for the class. If a
student is involved in a criminal or juvenile court ggeding, the approval of the judge presiding
over the case will also be required before the student receives credit for the class.

If a student attends less than 75 percent of the days a class is offered or has not completed a plan
approved by the principahen the student will be referred to the attendance review committee to
determine whether there are extenuating circumstances for the absences and how the student can
regain credit, if appropriate. [See policies at FEC.]

In determining whether there weeextenuating circumstances for the absences, the attendance
committee will use the following guidelines:

1 All absences will be considered in determining whether a student has attended the required
percentage of days. If makeup work is completed, absémcge reasons listed above at
Exemptions to Compulsory Attendancewill be considered days of attendance for this
purpose.
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1 A transfer or migrant student begins to accumulate absences only after he or she has enrolled
in the district.

National Honor Society

and Seniors who maintain an 88 average or better while working above the Minimum High
School transcript.

National Junior Honor Society

The National Junior Hwor Society is designed to promote appropriate recognition for students at
the Junior High School age who exhibit outstanding scholarship, character, leadership,
citizenship and service. It is open to Second Semester Sixth Graders, Seventh and Eighth Grade
students who maintain an 88 average or better

BULLYING

Bullying occurs when a student or group of students directs written or verbal expressions or

physical conduct against another student and the behavior results in harm to the student or the
studemopesrty, places a student in fear of phy:
property, or is so severe, persistent, or pervasive that it creates an intimidating, threatening, or
abusive educational environment.

Bullying could include hazing, threataunting, teasing, assault, demands for money,

confinement, destruction of property, theft of valued possessions;cedhng, rumor

spreading, and ostracism. In some cases, bullying can occur through electronic methods, called
Acyberbull ying. o

If a stucent believes that he or she has experienced bullying, it is important for the student or
parent to notify a teacher, counselor, principal, or another district employee. The administration
will investigate any allegations of bullying and will take appratgridisciplinary action if an
investigation indicates that bullying has occurred.

The distrct has established a plan for addressing child sexual abuse, which may be accessed at

BQ Legal As a parent, it is important for you to be aware of warning signs that could indicate a

child may have been or is being sexually abused. Sexual abuse exteeFHamily Code is
defined as any sexual conduct harmful to a ch
as a failure to make a reasonable effort to prevent sexual conduct with a child. Anyone who
suspects that a child has been or may beesbosneglected has a legal responsibility, under

state law, for reporting the suspected abuse or neglect to law enforcement or to Child Protective
Services (CPS).

Possible physical warning signs of sexual abuse could be difficulty sitting or walking plagn

genital areas, and claims of stomachaches and headaches. Behavioral indicators may include
verbal references or pretend games of sexual activity between adults and children, fear of being
alone with adults of a particular gender, or sexually sstiygebehavior. Emotional warning

signs to be aware of include withdrawal, depression, sleeping and eating disorders, and problems
in school.

A child who has experienced sexual abuse should be encouraged to seek out a trusted adult. Be
aware as a pareant other trusted adult that disclosures of sexual abuse may be more indirect

than disclosures of physical abuse, and it is important to be calm and comforting if your child, or
another child, confides in you. Reassure the child that he or she did ththinghby telling

you.

As a parent, if your child is a victim of sexual abuse, the campus counselor or principal will
provide information regarding counseling options for you and your child available in your area.
The Texas Department of Family anatective Services (TDFPS) alspanages early

these honors, the student must have a record of his four High School years on file in the office to
be averaged at the end of school. This average will be compiled after the second week of the
sixth six weeks reporting period. Thelgdictorian must have a grade average of 88 or higher to
qualify for this honor. The Salutatorian must have a grade average of 85 or higher to qualify. A
student must attend Harrold High School at least 2 full years of the 4 high school years to be
eligible.

Credits earned in summer school, correspondence courses, physical education, driver education,
or student aide positions will not count in determining these awards. In calculating these awards,
the semester grades in all academic subjects taken dierigur years will be counted. The

averages will be calculated to two decimal places. The approved Weighted Grade System will be
implemented as identified in this handbook as Appendix E.

In cases of a tie in weighted grade averages among the top ratkdegts, the following
methods shall be used to determine the students' ranking: 1) Computing the weighted grade
average to a sufficient number of decimal places until the tie is broken, 2) However, if a tie
remains, the numerical grades of all the caaitag&en in the two highest categories (70/30 and
60/40) on the weighted grade scale shall be averaged.

Junior High School

The Valedictorian/Top Ranking Student and Salutatorian/Second Ranking Student represent the
highest scholastic average of the gramumatlass over the past three years of Junior High (grades
6-8). This average will be compiled after the third week of the sixth six week reporting period.

COLLEGE CREDIT COURSES

Students in grades 92 have opportunities to earn college credit through the following methods:

9 Certain courses taught at the high school campus, which may include courses termed dual
credit, Advanced Placement (AR, International Baccalaureate (IB);

1 Enroliment in an AP or dual credit course through the Texas Virtual School Network;
1 Enroliment in courses taught in conjunction and in partnershipWethon College
1 Enroliment in courses taught at the following ihdtons in the district:

All of these methods have eligibility requirements and must be approved prior to enrollment in
the course.

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COMPLAINTS AND CONCERNS

Usually student or parent complaints or concerns can be addressed by a phone call or a
conference with the teacher or principal. For those complaints and concerns that cannot be
handled so easily, the distritas adopted a standard complaint policy at FNG(LOCAL) in the

districtds policy manual . A copy of this pol

In general, the student or parent should submit a written complaint and reqoestrence with

the campus principal. If the concern is not resolved, a request for a conference should be sent to
the superintendent. If still unresolved, the district provides for the complaint to be presented to
the board of trustees.

CONDUCT
Applicability of School Rules

As required by law, the board has adopted a Student Code of Conduct that prohibits certain
behaviors and defines standards of acceptable befavaih on and off campdsand
consequences for violation of these standards. The tisaisadisciplinary authority over a
student in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct. Students and parents should be
familiar with the standards set out in the Student Code of Conduct, as well as campus and
classroom rules.

Corporal Punishment

Corpaal punishmerd spanking or paddling the studénmay be used as a discipline
management technique in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct and policy FO(LOCAL)
in the districtds policy manual

Disruptions of School Operations

Disruptions of school opations are not tolerated and may constitute a misdemeanor offense. As
identified by law, disruptions include the following:

1 Interference with the movement of people at an exit, entrance, or hallway of a district
building without authorization from an admstrator.

1 Interference with an authorized activity by seizing control of all or part of a building.

Use of force, violence, or threats in an attempt to prevent participation in an authorized
assembly.

Use of force, violence, or threats to cause disragiaring an assembly.
Interference with the movement of people at an exit or an entrance to district property.

Use of force, violence, or threats in an attempt to prevent people from entering or leaving
district property without authorization from an admtrator.

1 Disruption of classes or other school activities while on district property or on public
property that is within 500 feet of district property. Class disruption includes making loud
noises; trying to entice a student away from, or to preveto@ st from attending, a
required class or activity; and entering a classroom without authorization and disrupting the
activity with loud or profane language or any misconduct.
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1 Interference with the transportation of students in vehicles owned or opleyatesl district.
Social Events

School rules apply to all school social events. Guests attending these events are expected to
observe the same rules as students, and a student inviting a guest will share responsibility for the
conduct of his or her guest.

A student attending a social event will be asked to sign out when leaving before the end of the
event; anyone leaving before the official end of the event will not be readmitted.

CONTAGIOUS DISEASES / CONDITIONS

To protect other students from contagioliseisses, students infected with certain diseases are

not allowed to come to school while contagious. If a parent suspects that his or her child has a
contagious disease, the parent should contact the school nurse or principal so that other students
who mght have been exposed to the disease can be alerted.

COUNSELING
Academic Counseling

Students and their parents are encouraged to talk with a school counselor, teacher, or principal to
learn more about course offerings, graduation requirements, and early graduation procedures.
Each spring, students grades8i 12 will be provided information on anticipated course

offerings for the next school year and other information that will help them make the most of
academic and CTE opportunities.

To plan for the future, each student should work closely witle@i@selor in order to enroll in

the high school courses that best prepare him or her for attendance at a college, university, or
training school, or for pursuit of some other type of advanced education. The counselor can also
provide information about érance exams and application deadlines, as well as information

about automatic admission to state colleges and universities, financial aid, housing, and
scholarships.

Personal Counseling

The school counselor is available to assist students with a wide oapgrsonal concerns,

including such areas as social, family, or emotional issues, or substance abuse. The counselor
may also make available information about community resources to address these concerns. A
student who wishes to meet with the counsslwmuldcontact the Principal
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Psychological Exams, Tests, or Treatment

The school will not conduct a psychological examination, test, or treatment without first
obtaining the parentds written consental Par e
examination, test, or treatment is required by state or federal law for special education purposes

or by the Texas Education Agency for child abuse investigations and reports.

COURSE CREDIT

A student in gradesiQ2 will earn credit for a course only if the final grade is 70 or above. For a
twosemester (1 credit) course, the studentds g

average be less than 70, the student will be required to retake the semester in which he or she

failed.

CREDIT BY EXAMO If a Student Has Taken the Course

A student who has previously taken a courssutijecd but did not receive credit fordtmay,

in circumstances determined by the principal or attendance committee, be permitted to earn
credit by passing an exam on the essential knowledge and skills defined for that course or
subject. Prior instructomay include, for example, incomplete coursework due to a failed
course or excessive absences, homeschooling, or coursework by a student transferring from a
non-accredited school.

The counselor or principal would determine if the student could take anfer#his purpose. If
approval is granted, the student must score at least 70 on the exam to receive credit for the course
or subject.

The attendance review committee may also offer a student with excessive absences an
opportunity to earn credit for a gse by passing an exam.

DATING VIOLENCE, DISCRIMINATION, HARASSMENT, AND RETALIATION

The district believes that all students learn best in an environment free from dating violence,
discrimination, harassment, and retaliation and that Wedfare is best served when they are

free from this prohibited conduct while attending school. Students are expected to treat other
students and district employees with courtesy and respect, to avoid behaviors known to be
offensive, and to stop thoselaviors when asked or told to stop. District employees are
expected to treat students with courtesy and respect.

The board has established policies and procedures to prohibit and promptly respond to
inappropriate and offensive behaviors that are basedop er son6s race, col or,
national origin, disability, or any other basis prohibited by law. [See policy FFH.]

Dating Violence

Dating violence occurs when a person in a current or past dating relationship uses physical,
sexual, verbal, oemotional abuse to harm, threaten, intimidate, or control the other person in the
relationship. This type of conduct is considered harassment if the conduct is so severe,

persistent, or pervasive that iblenefitfrdnaact s t he
educational program or activity; creates an intimidating, threatening, hostile, or offensive
educational environment; or substantially int

Examples of dating violence against a student melydie, but are not limited to, physical or

sexual assaults, nargalling, putd owns, t hreats to hurt the stud:ée
members or members of the studentodés househol d
threats to commit suicider homicide if the student ends the relationship, attempts to isolate the

student from friends and family, stalking, or encouraging others to engage in these behaviors.

Discrimination

Discrimination is defined as any conduct directed at a student ondiseobaace, color,
religion, gender, national origin, disability, or any other basis prohibited by law, that negatively
affects the student.

Harassment

Harassment, in general terms, is conduct so severe, persistent, or pervasive that it affects the
studeM 6s ability to participate in or benefit fr
intimidating, threatening, hostile, or offensive educational environment; or substantially
interferes with the student 6si atc@adepnolci @y rif Dre
the principal s of f i c e orhtpd/hairoidisdcnete superi ntend

Examples of harassment may include, but are not limited to, offensive or derogatory language
directed at a per s oces accenteskincglor,oneedfore!| i ef s or p
accommodation; threatening or intimidating conduct; offensive jokes,-nalieg, slurs, or

rumors; physical aggression or assault; graffiti or printed material promoting racial, ethnic, or

other negative stereotypes;other kinds of aggressive conduct such as theft or damage to

property.
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Sexual Harassment
Sexual harassment of a student by an employee, volunteer, or another student is prohibited.

Sexual harassment of a student by an employee or volunteer doesumtd imetessary or

permissible physical contact not reasonably construed as sexual in nature. However, romantic
and other inappropriate social relationships, as well as all sexual relationships, between students
and district employees are prohibited, eiezonsensual.

Examples of prohibited sexual harassment may include, but not be limited to, touching private
body parts or coercing physical contact that is sexual in nature; sexual advances; jokes or
conversations of a sexual nature; and other sexualliatetd conduct, communications, or
contact.

Retaliation

Retaliation against a person who makes a good faith report of discrimination or harassment,
including dating violence, is prohibited. Retaliation against a person who is participating in an
investigdion of alleged discrimination or harassment is also prohibited. A person who makes a
false claim or offers false statements or refuses to cooperate with a district investigation,
however, may be subject to appropriate discipline.

Retaliation against a stent might occur when a student receives threats from another student or

an employee or when an employee imposes an unjustified punishment or unwarranted grade
reduction. Retaliation does not include petty slights and annoyances from other students or

nepti ve comments from a teacher that are just.i
the classroom.

Reporting Procedures

Any student who believes that he or she has experienced dating violence, discrimination,
harassment, or retaliation should indveely report the problem to a teacher, counselor,
principal, or other district employee. The r
policy FFH(LOCAL) for the appropriate district officials to whom to make a report.

Investigation of Report

To the extent possible, the district will respect the privacy of the student; however, limited
disclosures may be necessary to conduct a thorough investigation and to comply with law.
Allegations of prohibited conduct, which includes dating violence, discatian, harassment,

and retaliation, will be promptly investigated. The district will notify the parents of any student
alleged to have experienced prohibited conduct involving an adult associated with the district.

In the event prohibited conduct invotvanother student, the district will notify the parents of the
student alleged to have experienced the prohibited conduct when the allegations, if proven,
would constitute a violation as defined by policy.

I f the districtds ohibiteé®nducgoacuried, appropnateidiscplinay t h a
or corrective action will be taken to address the conduct. The district may take disciplinary
action even if the conduct that is the subject of the complaint was not unlawful.

A student or parent who dissatisfied with the outcome of the investigation may appeal in
accordance with policy FNG(LOCAL).

DISTANCE LEARNING

Distance learning and correspondence coumssde courses that encompass the stegeired
essential knowledge and skills but are taught through multiple technologies and alternative
methodologies such as mail, satellite, Internet, vd@derencing, and instructional television.

The Texas Vial School Network (TxXVSN) has been established as one method of distance
learning. A student has the option, with certain limitations, to enroll in a course offered through
the TxVSN to earn course credit for graduation.

If a student wishes to enroll in a correspondence course or a distance learning course that is not
provided through the TxXVSN in order to earn credit in a course or subject, the student must
receive permission from the principal prior to enrolling in thesewr subject. If the student

does not receive prior approval, the district will not recognize and apply the course or subject
toward graduation requirements or subject mastery.

DISTRIBUTION OF PUBLISHED MATERIALS OR DOCUMENTS
School Materials

Publications prepared by and for the school may be posted or distributed, with the prior approval
of the principal, sponsor, or teacher. Such items may include school posters, brochures, flyers,
etc.

The school newspapand the yearbook are available to students.

All school publications are under the supervision of a teacher, sponsor, and the principal.

Nonschool Materials...from students

policy GKDA. To be considered for distribution, any nonschool material must meet the
limitations on content established in the policy, includenme of the sponsoring person or
organization, and be submitted to Bwperintenderfor prior review. TheSuperintendentill

approve or reject the materials within two school days of the time the materials are received.
The requestor may appeal aeatjon in accordance with the appropriate district complaint

Prior review will not be required for:

Acceptable Use of District Technology Resources

To prepare students for an increasingly technological society, the district has made an investment

in the use of distrieowned technology resources for instructional purposes; specific resources

may be issued individually to students.

Students and parents will be asked to sign a user agreement (separate from this handbook)
regarding use of these district resources. Violations of the user agreement may result in

Unacceptable and Inappropriate Use of Technology Resources

Students are prohibited from sending, posting, accessing, or displaying electronic messages that
are abusive, obscene, sexually oriented, thre
orillegal. This prohibition applies to conduct off school property, whether the equipment used

to send such messages is distowined or personally owned, if it results in a substantial

disruption to the educational environment. Any person taking, dieaéng, transferring, or

sharing obscene, sexually oriented, lewd, or otherwise illegal images or other content, commonly
referred to as Asexting, o wildl be disciplined
in certain circumstances, be reportedaw enforcement.

Participation in schoedponsoed activities is an excellent way for a student to develop talents,
receive individual recognition, and build strong friendships with other students; participation,
however, is a privilege, not a right.

Eligibility for initial and continuing participatiom many of these activities is governed by state
law and the rules of the University Interscholastic League @b statewide association
overseeing interdistrict competition. If a student is involved in an academic, athletic, or music
activity governedy UIL, the student and parent are expected to know and follow all rules of the
UIL organization.

The following requirements apply to all extracurricular atas:

1 A student who receives at the end of a grading period a grade below 70 in any academic
clas® other than an Advanced Placement or International Baccalaureate course; or an
honors or dual credit course in English language arts, mathematics, scoendestadies,
economics, or language other than Endlishay not participate in extracurricular activities
for at least three school weeks.
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1 A student with disabilities who fails to meet the standards in the individualized education
program (IEP) may not picipate for at least three school weeks.

An ineligible student may practice or rehearse.

A student is allowed in a school year udliabsences not related to polsstrict

competition, a maximum df0 absences for poslistrict competition prior totate, and a
maximum of10 absences for state competition. All extracurricular activities and public
performances, whether UIL activities or other activities approved by the board, are subject to
these restrictions.

1 An absence for participation in an adiyvthat has not been approved will receive an
unexcused absence.

Standards of Behavior

Sponsors of student clubs and performing groups such as the band, choir, and drill and athletic
teams may establish standards of behdviacluding consequences for rhehaviod that are

GRADUATION

Requirements for a Diploma

To receive a high school diploma from the district, a student must successfully:

1 Complete the required number of credits;

1 Complete any locally requirezburses in addition to the courses mandated by the state; and

1 Depending on the year in which the student is scheduled to graduate, pass a statewide exit
level exam or achieve the required cumulative scores cwfecourse (EOC) assessments.

The exitlevd test, currently required for students in grade 11, covers English language arts,
mathematics, science, and social studies and requires knowledge of Algebra | and Geometry;
Biology and Integrated Chemistry and Physics; English 1lI; and early Americadrated

States History, World History, and World Geography. Students in grades 10 and 11 during the
2017 2012 school year must pass the @sitel test to graduate. A student in grade 12 who has
not passed the exigvel test will have opportunities totade it.
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Also seeStandardized Testingon pageb3 for more information.

Beginning with students who enter grade 9 in the RRQ12 school year, EOC assessments will

be administered for the following courses and will replace thdeval test as mentioneabove:

English I, English II, English lll, Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra II, Biology, Chemistry, Physics,
World Geography, World History, and United States History. Students graduating under the
Minimum Program must take EOC assessments only for couarggsch they are enrolled and

for which there is an EOC assessment. Each student will be required to achieve certain scores on
the applicable EOC assessments to graduate, depending on the graduation program in which the
student is enrolled. A student whas not achieved sufficient scores on the EOC assessments to
graduate will have opportunities to retake the assessments.

If a student fails to perform satisfactorily on an EOC assessment, the district will provide
remediation to the student in the contarea for which the performance standard was not met.

Graduation Programs

The district offers the graduation programs listed below. All students entering guesle 9

required to enroll in the Recommended Program or Advanced/Distinguished Achievement

Program. Permission to enroll in the Minimum Program will be granted only if a written
agreement i s reached among the stnpaentalt h t he s
relation, and the counselor or appropriate administrator. In order for a student to take courses

under the Minimum Program, the student must be at least 16 years of age; have completed at

least two credits each in English language arts, rsaibince, and social studies courses that are
required for graduation; or have failed grade 9 one or more times. [See policy EIF(LEGAL).]

Effective with ninth graders in the 2012012 school year, in addition to the credit and course
requirements foreaghr ogr am, performance on EOC assessme
eligible graduation program. To graduate, a student must meet a minimum cumulative score set

by the Texas Education Agency (TEA) for each content area: English, mathematics, science,

and social studies. To determine whether the
EOC assessment scores in each content area wi
on the assessments within the content area is not equal ®aterghan the cumulative score set

by TEA, the student may retake any of the assessments in that content area until the student
achieves the cumulative score. A student who does not make the minimum required score on

any individual assessment will be viged to retake that assessment.

To graduate on the Recommended Program, a student must perform satisfactorily on the Algebra
Il and English IIl EOC assessments, in addition to meeting the cumulative score requirements
described above. To graduate onAlowanced/Distinguished Achievement Program, a student
must demonstrate advanced academic performance on the Algebra Il and English Il EOC
assessments, commonly referred to as college and career readiness standards, in addition to
successfully meeting perfmance standards on the other EOC assessments. If this standard is
not met, the student will graduate under the Recommended Program, regardless of whether the
student has met all other requirements for graduation under the Advanced/Distinguished
Achievenent Program.

*A student graduating under the Advanced/Distinguished Achievement Program must also
achieve a combination of four of the following advanced measures:

1. An original research project or other project that is related to the required curriculum. These
projects must bpudged by a panel of professionals or conducted under the direction of a
mentor and reported to an appropriate audience. Please note that no more than two of the
four advanced measures may be received from this option.

2. Test data where a student receives:
a. A score of three or above on an Advanced Placement (AP) exam;
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b. A score of four or above on an International Baccalaureate (IB) exam; or

c. A score on the Preliminary SAT/National Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test
(PSAT/NMSQT) that qualifies the student focognition as a commended scholar or
higher by the College Board and National Merit Scholarship Corporation, as part of the
National Hispanic Recognition Program (NHRP) of the College Board, or as part of the
National Achievement Scholarship Program ofXtaional Merit Scholarship
Corporation. The PSAT/NMSQT score will count as only one advanced measure
regardless of the number of honors received by the student.

3. College academic courses, including those taken for dual credit, and advanced technical
course, including locally articulated courses, provided the student scores the equivalent of a
3.0 or higher.

Information regarding specific courses required or offered in each curriculum area, along with a
description of advanced measures available to studetite Advanced/Distinguished

Achievement Program from the options listed above, will be distributed to students each spring
in order to enroll in courses for the upcoming school year.

Please be aware that not all courses are offered at every secomdpng @a the district. A

student who wants to take a course not offered at his or her regular campus should contact the
counselor about a transfer or other alternatives. If the parents of at least 22 students request a
transfer for those students to takeourse in the required curriculum other than fine arts or CTE,
the district will offer the course for the following year either by teleconference or at the school
from which the transfers were requested.

Certificates of Coursework Completion

A certificate of coursework completionill not be issued to a student who has successfully
completed state and local credit requirements for graduation but has not yet demonstrated
satisfactory performance on the statandated tests required for graduation.

Students with Disabilities

Upon the recommendation of the admission, review, and dismissal (ARD) committee, a student
with disabilities may be permitted to graduate under the provisions of his or her IEP.

A student who receives special education services andhgsated four years of high school,

but has not met the requirements of his or her IEP, may participate in graduation ceremonies and
receive a certificate of attendance. Even if the student participates in graduation ceremonies to
receive the certificatef attendance, he or she may remain enrolled to complete the IEP and earn
his or her high school diploma; however, the student will only be allowed to participate in one
graduation ceremony.

Please also be aware that if an ARD cdtte®a places a student with a disability on a modified
curriculum in a subject area, the student will be automatically placed in the Minimum Program,
in accordance with state rules.

Ultimately, the final awarding of a
diplo ma wi | | be contingent upon the studentds coc
graduation.

Graduation Speakers

Graduating students will be given an opportunity to provide opening and closing remarks during
the graduation ceremony. Only those stitd whahave been chosen using neutral criteril&

be eligible to give these remarks; however, if the student was assigned to disciplinary placement
at any time during the spring semester, he or she will not be eligible to speak at graduation.

Student=ligible to give the opening and closing remarks will be notified by the principal and
given an opportunity to volunteer. In the event there are more eligible students volunteering than
there are speaking roles at the graduation ceremony, the namesligitd# students who

volunteered will be randomly drawn. The student whose name is drawn first will give the
opening remarks and the student whose name is drawn second will give the closing remarks.

In addition to the opening and closing remarks SHatatorian and Valedictorian of the
graduating class maiso have speaking roles at the graduation ceremony.

Because students and paremiis incur expenses in order to participate in the traditions of
graduatiod such as the purchase of invitations, senior ring, cap and gown, and senioBpicture
both the student and parent should monitor progress toward completion of all requirements for
graduation. The expenses often are incurred in the junior year or first semester of the senior
year.

State Scholarships and Grants

1 Under the Texas Early High School Graduation Scholarship Program, students who complete
the Reconmended or Advanced/Distinguished Achievement Program may earn financial
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credits in varying amounts to apply toward college tuition. The amounts depend on the

number of consecutive months in which the student completed graduation requirements and

the numier of early college credits earned and may be used at public or private higher

HAZING

Hazing is defined as any intentednknowing, or reckless act occurring on or off campus

directed against a student that endangers the mental or physical health or the safety of a student
for the purpose of pledging, being initiated to, affiliating with, holding office in, or maintaining
membership in any organization whose members are or include other students.

Hazing will not be tolerated by the district. If an incident of hazing occurs, disciplinary
consequences will be handled in accordance with the Student Code of Conductrithisad c
offense if a person engages in hazing; solicits, encourages, directs, aids, or attempts to aid
another in hazing; or has firsthand knowledge of an incident of hazing being planned or having
occurred and fails to report this to the principal or supendent.

HEALTH-RELATED MATTERS

Bacterial Meningitis
State law specifically requires the district to provide the following information:
1 What is meningitis?

Meningitis is an inflammation of the gering of the brain and spinal cord. It can be caused

by viruses, parasites, fungi, and bacteria. Viral meningitis is most common and the least
serious. Bacterial meningitis is the most common form of serious bacterial infection with the
potential for grious, longterm complications. It is an uncommon disease, but requires
urgent treatment with antibiotics to prevent permanent damage or death.

1 What are the symptoms?

Someone with meningitis will become very ill. The illness may develop over one or two
days, but it can also rapidly progress in a matter of hours. Not everyone with meningitis will
have the same symptoms.

Children (over 1 year old) and adults with meningitis may have a severe headache, high
temperature, vomiting, sensitivity to bright lighneck stiffness or joint pains, and
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drowsiness or confusion. In both children and adults, there may be a rash of tjmyrpied
spots. These can occur anywhere on the body.

The diagnosis of bacterial meningitis is based on a combination of symaiohtesboratory
results.

How serious is bacterial meningitis?

If it is diagnosed early and treated promptly, the majority of people make a complete
recovery. In some cases it can be fatal or a person may be left with a permanent disability.

How is bacteribmeningitis spread?

Fortunately, none of the bacteria that cause meningitis are as contagious as diseases like the
common cold or the flu, and they are not spread by casual contact or by simply breathing the
air where a person with meningitis has beehe @erms live naturally in the back of our

noses and throats, but they do not live for long outside the body. They are spread when
people exchange saliva (such as by kissing, sharing drinking containers, utensils, or
cigarettes).

The germ does not causeningitis in most people. Instead, most people become carriers of
the germ for days, weeks, or even mont hs.
system and cause meningitis or another serious illness.

How can bacterial meningitis be prevented?

Do not share food, drinks, utensils, toothbrushes, or cigarettes. Limit the number of persons
you Kiss.

While there are vaccines for some other strains of bacterial meningitis, they are used only in
special circumstances. These include when there seas# outbreak in a community or for
people traveling to a country where there is a high risk of getting the disease. Also, a vaccine
is recommended by some groups for college students, particularly freshmen living in dorms
or residence halls. The vaceiis safe and effective (B30 percent). It can cause mild side
effects, such as redness and pain at the injection site lasting up to two days. Immunity
develops within seven to ten days after the vaccine is given and lasts for up to five years.

What shaild you do if you think you or a friend might have bacterial meningitis?
You should seek prompt medical attention.
Where can you get more information?

Your school nurse, family doctor, and the staff at your local or regional health department
office are exellent sources for information on all communicable diseases. You may also call
your local health department or Regional Department of State Health Services office to ask
about a meningococcal vaccine.

HOMEWORK

Homework is recgnized at Harrold as an important part of the learning process. Teaching staff
will use homework in the teaching and learning process. Students should complete all homework
assignments in a timely draccurate manner.

IMMUNIZATION

A student must be fully immunized against certain diseases or must present a certificate or
statement that, for medical reasons or reasons of conscience, including a religious belief, the
student will not be immunized. Fexemptions based on reasons of conscience, only official
forms issued by the Texas Department of State Health Services (DSHS), Immunization Branch,
can be honored by the district. This form may be obtained by writing the DSHS Immunization
Branch (MC 194§ P.O. Box 149347, Austin, Texas 7874347; or online at
https://webds.dshs.state.tx.us/immco/affidavit.shirhe form must be notarized and submitted

to the principal or school nurse Wiih 90 days of notarization. If the parent is seeking an
exemption for more than one student in the family, a separate form must be provided for each
student.

The immunizations required are: diphtheria, rubeola (measles), rubella (German measles),
mumpstetanus, pertussis, poliomyelitis (polio), hepatitis A, hepatitis B, varicella (chicken pox),
and meningococcal. The school nurse can provide information esppgepriate doses or on

an acceptable physiciaralidated history of illness required by thef@artment of State Health
Services. Proof of immunization may be established by personal records from a licensed
physician or public health clinic with a signature or rub&tamp validation.

LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES

Questioning of Students

When law enforcement officers or other lawful authorities wish to question or interview a
student at school, the principal idboperate fully regarding the conditions of the interview, if
the questioning or interview is part of a child abuse investigation. In other circumstances:

1 The principal will verify and record the identity of the officer or other authority and ask for
anexplanation of the need to question or interview the student at school.
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1 The principal ordinarily will make reasonable efforts to notify the parents unless the
interviewer raises what the principal considers to be a valid objection.

1 The principal ordinanj will be present unless the interviewer raises what the principal
considers to be a valid objection.

Students Taken Into Custody

State law requires the district to permit a student to be taken into legal custody:
1 To comply with an order of the juvenile ww.

1 To comply with the laws of arrest.

1 By a law enforcement officer if there is probable cause to believe the student has engaged in
delinquent conduct or conduct in need of supervision.

1 By a probation officer if there is probable cause to believe tluiestunas violated a
condition of probation imposed by the juvenile court.

1 By an authorized representative of Child Protective Services, Texas Department of Family
and Protective Services, a law enforcement officer, or a juvenile probation officer, vathout
court order, under the conditions set out i
health or safety.

1 To comply with a properly issued directive to take a student into custody.

Before a student is released to a law enforcement officer arletialy authorized person, the

The principal will immediately notify the superintendent and willioadly attempt to notify the

parent unless the officer or other authorized person raises what the principal considers to be a
valid objection to notifying the parents. Because the principal does not have the authority to
prevent or dedasatyalavesforaerdentrofficérsanyrnetification will most likely

be after the fact.

Notification of Law Violations

The district is required by state law to notify:

1 Allinstructional and support personnel who have responsibility for supervising a sitrdent
has been arrested or referred to the juvenile court for any felony offense or for certain
misdemeanors.

Makeup Work Because of Absence

For any class missed, the teacher may assign the student mak&upaged on the instructional
objectives for the subject or course and the needs of the individual student in mastering the
essential knowledge and skills or in meeting subject or course requirements.

A student will be responsible for obtaining and cortiptethe makeup work in a satisfactory
manner and within the time specified by the teacher. [For further information, see policy

A student who does not make up assigned work within the time allotted by the teacher will
receive a grade of zefor the assignment.

A student will be permitted to make up tests and to turn in projects due in any class missed
because of absence. Teachers may assign a late penalty to ateyopgoject in accordance
with time lines approved by the principal gmeviously communicated to students.

DAEP Makeup Work

A student removed to a disciplinary alternative education program (DAEP) during the school
year will have an opportunity to complete, before the beginning of the next school year, a
foundation curriculm course in which the student was enrolled at the time of removal. The
district may provide the opportunity to complete the course through an alternative method,
including a correspondence course, another distance learning option, or summer school. The
district will not charge the student for any method of completion provided by the district. [See
policy FOCA(LEGAL).]

In-school Suspension (ISS) Makeup Work

A student removed from the regular classroom {scimool suspension or another setting, other
thana DAEP, will have an opportunity to complete before the beginning of the next school year
each course the student was enrolled in at the time of removal from the regular classroom. The
district may provide the opportunity by any method available, inetueicorrespondence
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course, another distance learning option, or summer school. The district will not charge the
student for any method of completion provided by the district. [See policy FO(LEGAL).]

MEDICINE AT SCHOOL

District employees will not give student prescription medication, nonprescription medication,
herbal substances, anabolic steroids, or dietary supplements, with the following exceptions:

1 Only authorized employees, in accordance with policies at FFAC, may administer:

1 Prescription medicatig in the original, properly labeled container, provided by the
parent, along with a written request.

1 Prescription medication from a properly labeled unit dosage container filled by a
registered nurse or another qualified district employee from the drignoperly labeled
container.

1 Nonprescription medication, in the original, properly labeled container, provided by the
parent along with a written request.

T Her bal or dietary supplements provided by
individualized education program (IEP) or Section 504 plan for a student with
disabilities.

1 In certain emergency situations, the district will maintain and administer to a student
nonprescription medication, but only:

1 In accordance with the guidelines developed witlet di st ri ct 6s medi cal

1 When the parent has previously provided written consent to emergency treatment on the
districtds form.

A student with asthma or severe allergic reaction (anaphylaxis) may be permitted to possess and
use prescribed asthroa anaphylaxis medication at school or schatdted events only if he or

she has written authorization from his or her parent and a physician or other licensedarealth
provider. The student must also demonstrate to his or her physician ordasalpihovider the

ability to use the prescribed medication, including any device required to administer the
medication.

If the student has been prescribed asthma or anaphylaxis medication for use during the school
day, the student and parsrshould discussis with theprincipal.

I n accordance with a studentoés individual hea
diabetes will be permitted to possess and use monitoring and treatment supplies and equipment
while at school or at a schemlated ativity. See the principal for information. [See policy

Psychotropic Drugs

A psychotropic drug is a substance used in the diagnosis, treatment, or prevention of a disease or
as a component of a medication. It is intended to have an aléf@og on perception, emotion,
or behavior and is commonly described as a mootiehavioraltering substance.

A district employee who is a registered nurse, an
advanced nurse practitioner, a physician, or a certified or credentialed mental health professional
can recommend thatstudent be evaluated by an appropriate medical practitioner, if appropriate.

PROMOTION AND RETENTION

A student will be promoted only on the basis of academic achievement or demonstrated
proficiency in the subject mait of the course or grade level, the recommendation of the
student 6s teacher, t h eefesencedoestamandated asgegsmenty any
and any other necessary academic information as determined by the district. To earn creditin a
course, a student must receive a grade of at least 70 based onlewvatse graddevel

standards.

In gradesl-8, promotion is based am overall average of 70 on a scale of 100 based on eourse
level, graddevel standards(essential knowledge and skilisafl subject areas and a grade of
70 or above in Language Arts, Mathematics, and either Science or Social Studies.

In addition, at certain grade levels a stuéewith limited exceptiond will be required to pass

the State of Texas Assessments of Acadéte@mdiness (STAAR), if the student is enrolled in a
public Texas school on any day between January 1 and the date of the first administration of the
STAAR.*

1 In order to be promoted to grade 6, students enrolled in grade 5 must perform satisfactorily
on themathematics and reading sections of the grade 5 assessment in English or Spanish.

1 In order to be promoted to grade 9, students enrolled in grade 8 must perform satisfactorily
on the mathematics and reading sections of the grade 8 assessment in English.

* Because the 2012012 school year is the first year of implementation of the STAAR, students
will not be required by state law to perform satisfactorily on the grade 5 or 8 STAARS for this
one year only in order to be promoted to the next grade level.

Paents of a student in grades83who does not perform satisfactorily on his or her exams will

be notified that their child will participate in special instructional programs designed to improve
performance. The student may be required to participatésimgiruction before or after

normal school hours or outside of the normal school year.

With the exception of the 2012012 school year, a student in grade 5 or 8 will have two

additional opportunities to take a failed assessment. If a student fatisralsame, a grade

pl acement committee, consisting of the princi
parent, will determine the additional special instruction the student will receive. After a third

failed attempt, the student will be retainbdwever, the parent can appeal this decision to the
committee. In order for the student to be promoted, based on standards previously established by
the district, the decision of the committee must be unanimous and the student must complete
additional spcial instruction before beginning the next grade level.

For the 2011
2012 school year, however, there will be only the spring and summer administrations of the EOC
assessments.

In each cotent area (English language arts, mathematics, science, and social studies), a student
must achieve a cumulative score. To determine whether the student meets the cumulative score,

total score on the assessments within the content area is not equal to or greater than the

cumulative score set by TEA, the student may retake any of the assessments in that content area
until the student achieves the cumulativersc A student who does not achieve the minimum

required score on any individual assessment will be required to retake that assessment.

A student may choose to retake an EOC assessment in situations other than those listed above as
well.

STAAR Modified and STAAR Alternate, for students receiving special education services, will

particular EOC assessments may have different testing windows than the general assessments,

students should have if they are to perform effectively in umdduogte certificate or degree
programs in Texas public colleges and universities. This test may be required before a student
enrolls in a duatredit course offered through the district as well.

STEROIDS

State law prohibits students from possessing, dspg, delivering, or administering an anabolic
steroid. Anabolic steroids are for medical use only, and only a physician can prescribe use.

Body building, muscle enhancement, or the increase of muscle bulk or strength through the use
of an anabolic sterd or human growth hormone by a healthy student is not a valid medical use
and is a criminal offense.

committee for a student with disabilities who is eligible for special education services. The IEP

related services and supplemental aids and services to be provided, and program modifications or
support by school personnel ; areswikhbeeeasurel r ega
and how the parents will be kept informed; accommodations for state or districtwide tests;

ISSrefers to inschool suspension, a discipligaechnique for misconduct found in the Student
Code of Conduct. Although different from enftschool suspension and placement in a DAEP,
ISS removes the student from the regular classroom.

LAT stands for linguistically accommodated testing, which iassessment process for recent
immigrant English language learners who are required to be assessed in certain grades and
subjects under the NCLB Act.

NCLB Act is the federal No Child Left Behind Act of 2001.
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PGP stands for Personal Graduation Plan , whickecommended for all students entering grade

9 and is required by state law for any student in middle school or higher who fails a section on a
statemandated test or is identified by the district as not likely to earn a high school diploma
before the fith school year after he or she begins grade 9.

SAT refers to one of the two most frequently used college or university admissions exams: the
Scholastic Aptitude Test.

SHAC stands for School Health Advisory Council, a group of at least five members, a majority

STAAR Alternate is an alternative statmandated assessment designed for students with severe
cognitivedisabilities receiving special education services who meet the participation
requirements, as determined by the studentds

STAAR Modified is an alternative statmandated assessment based on modified achievement
standards that is administdr eligible students receiving special education services, as
determined by the studentds ARD committee.

STAAR Linguistically Accommodated (STAAR L) is an alternative statmandated
assessment with linguistic accommodations designed for certain reoeigramt English
language learners.

Statemandated assessmentre required of students at certain grade levels and in specified
subjects. Successful performance sometimes is a condition of promotion, and passing the grade
11 exitlevel test or enaf-course assessments, when applicable, is a condition of graduation.
Students have multiple opportunities to take the tests if necessary for promotion or graduation.

Student Code of Conductis developed with the advice of the distilietel committee and

adoptel by the board and identifies the circumstances, consistent with law, when a student may

be removed from the classroom or campus.

All students are entitled to enjoy the basic rights of citizenship recognized and protected by law
for persons of their age and maturity. The school will foster a climate of mutual respect for the
rights of others.
